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Study on Water—-God Worship of North River Watershed

Abstract: The North River basin accounts for nearly one—third of the Guangdong area is flowing through
Shaoguan, Qingyuan, Zhaoqing cities and Huaiji, Guang Nin, Sihui, Sanshui, and Nanhai counties, these basins
trunk and tributaries some water once existed on the worship of God, and some still have remnants.

The second is a transformation from the benefit of local officials, Ma Yuan, Zhou Jing worship; The third is
transformed by the local celebrities from the main goddess worship Cao; the fourth is transformed by the local
fairy stone from our brothers and worship; The fifth is transformed by the famous generals from the Guan Gong,
Yue Fei worship; The sixth is transformed from the Goddess of Mercy Guanyin Bodhisattva worship; The seventh
ancestor from the nation transformed from the Panhu worship; The eighth by the miracle of the Dragon King
transformed from the worship of animals; The ninth by the guard God transformed from the North Emperor
worship. The North River basin at the time of worship reflect the social reality and historical process.
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
