Abstract: Zhou Dan establish the etiauette on loyal, honest, and development basis, and Confucius and his
students also use those principles to emend and reconstruct it. There was a systemic summary of the principles in
Liji - ligi and Xingzimingchu. Considering Ligi’s content and Zhouli, Yili, and Guodian Chu bamboo slips, | think
Ligi was written in the middle of the Warring States Period.
