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The 2002 excavation made at Sanchengxiang Site unveiled deposit of Shang -Zhou Dynasty and
Neolithic Period, mainly potteries, jades and stone objects, which provided important resources for
the research of ancient culture with Nanjing-Zhenjiang Area.
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
