Abstract: The tomb of LIU Hua is a royal one of the Min Kingdom in the Five Dynasties & Ten Kingdoms

Period. According to the status of LIU Hua, this tomb can be inferred to be a mausoleum of LIU Hua and her
husband WANG Y an—jun, the third Monarch of the Min Kingdom. LIU Hua’s tomb shows some similarities with
WANG Shen—zhi’s: a five—step—platform and two stone vaulted chambers. The waist pit and gods—and—spirits

figures in the tomb also reflects the local characters of the Min Kingdom’s mausoleum.
