Muslim Communities in Kunming: 1274-2000
Ma Xuefeng

Abstract: In Yuan Dynasty, a comparatively larger Muslim community had been formed in Kunming city. During a
period of nearly 600 years from the 13th century to the 19th century, this community had been developing peacefully in
Kunming. As a result, five mosque—centered —Jama’ats came into being as the traditional residential pattern of Muslim
in Kunming, However, the Muslim community was completely destroyed in  “Xiantong Incident” in the middle of 19th
century. During the next 100 years, the Muslim community of Kunming had been restored progressively. Therefore, by
the end of the 1950s, the five mosque—centered —Jama’ats had been revived. Half a century later, however, under the
influence of various factors of “modernity”, the traditional community structure has been changed in many aspects,
which in turn led to its gradual disintegration.
