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A Textual Research on the Clan Source of the Duan Tribe

Abstract: The Duan tribe, a Wuhuan tribe led by a Wuhuanized Gaoche Duan clan at the initial stage, assim—
ilated the local minorities after entering Liaoxi. The composition of the Duan tribe had been changed. It is difficult
to determine whether the main part was composed by Wuhuan or Xianbei. After the perdition of the Duan tribe,
his descendants as well as his related Wuhuan and Gaoche tribes were all xianbeilized and integrated into Xian—
bei people of the Northern Dynasties. So it is called Xianbei tribe in history books.
