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The Reign Title Longxing and Li Bao’s Second Western Liang Dynasty

Abstract: The reign title Longxing, unearthed from Tomb 96 of the Karakhoja Tombs, is once used by Kan
Shuang head of Gaochang Prefecture but not created by him. It is the reign title of Li Bao’s Second Xiliang Dynasty,
which capitalized in Yiwu. And even Kan Shuang’s position was granted by Li Bao. Li Bao’s reign lasted as long as
20 years (422-442), which is reproved by what is unearthed from Tomb 96. Besides, the meaning of Longxing is iden—
tical to Li Bao’s ambition of reviving Xiliang Dynasty. Thus Longxing is the reign title created by Li Bao’s Second
Xiliang Dynasty.
